This on-line, geospatial survey was designed to collect and document public input on the DIA project objectives and potential opportunities that exist on the islands, and to integrate this input into the planning process. The platform used to develop this survey is Maptionnaire, a web-based service that is relatively easy to use and mobile compatible. This software allows survey participants to provide map-based, georeferenced, and geo-specific information that can be uploaded to GIS platforms for analysis (participatory GIS methods, or PPGIS). Custom designed, web based, publicly accessible survey used to gather public input on design concepts developed for the Franks Tract Futures Project. Designed in response to the public participation challenges presented by Covid-19, this survey allowed stakeholders and the public to view 4 different, geo-spatial and geo-referenced design concepts within an interactive map environment, wherein survey participants could indicate features they liked, disliked or had questions about, as well as rank the 4 concepts in terms of overall preference. The survey also included 3D fly-through renderings of each design and pop up still renderings of recreational features.

Comparative Adaptive Management and Ecosystem Response Assessment (CAMERA)



Custom designed on-line survey used to investigate the functional and aesthetic preferences associated with different forest management practices. Using three categories - passive management, restoration, adaptive management, we created three photorealistic management trade-off scenarios for 12 specific sites/landscapes in the California’s Southern Sierra Mountains, based on expert, peer reviewed predictions of how the landscapes would be affected by each potential management scenario. Survey participants were asked to rate their aesthetics preferences for each scenario, with and without explanatory text and provide qualitative responses. This survey provided a novel and transferable method for assessing place specific valuation of landscape adaptive management methods and demonstrated the malleability of aesthetics preferences based on contextual knowledge.
